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CHARACTERISTICS OF EFFECTIVE LEARNING

COEL advocate that in planning and guiding children’s activities, practitioners must reflect on the different ways that children learn, and then reflect these in
their practice. A child’s individual learning characteristic will determine the way they respond to both the teaching and learning taking place in the
environment. The three characteristics of effective teaching and learning identified by the EYFS are:

Playing and exploring: - children investigate and experience things, and ‘have a go’.

e What areas/activities is the child drawn to?

* Do they prefer to work in a group/alone?

* Do they initiate activities/experiences themselves or join in existing ones?

* Do they think aloud describing what they do?

Active learning: - children concentrate and keep on trying if they encounter difficulties, and enjoy achievements.

Creating and thinking critically: -. children have and develop their own ideas, make links between ideas, and develop strategies for doing things.

Unique Child: Every child is a unique child who is constantly learning and can be resilient, capable, confident and self-assured.

Positive Relationships: Children learn to be strong and independent through positive relationships.

Enabling environments: Children learn and develop well in enabling environments, in which their experiences respond to their individual needs and there is
a strong partnership between practitioners and parents and carers.

Learning and Development: Children develop and learn in different ways. The statutory framework covers the education and care of all children in early
years provision, including children with special educational needs and disabilities. Practitioners teach children by ensuring challenging, playful opportunities
across the prime (Communication and Language, Personal, Social and Emotional Development and Physical Development) and specific (Literacy,
Mathematics, Understanding the World and Expressive Arts and Design) areas of learning and development.

PLAY: At Ss. Peter & Paul Primary School, we understand that children learn best when they are absorbed, interested and active. We understand that active
learning involves other children, adults, objects, ideas, stimuli and events that aim to engage and involve children for sustained periods. We believe that
Early Years education should be as practical as possible and therefore , we are proud that our EYFS setting has an underlying ethos of ‘Learning through play.
PLAY is essential for children’s development across all areas. Play builds on children’s confidence as they learn to explore, to relate to others around them and
develop relationships , set their own goals and solve problems. Children learn by leading their own play and by taking part in play which is guided by adults.’.

We use Tapestry to begin to build a positive relationship with adults. Tapestry forms a large part of our Transition process, as an information sharing platform but also a resource
where we can share messages from the staff to the parents and parents to staff
Once the children begin school in September, we use Tapestry to share messages and photographs with parents, especially to build a supportive relationship as children settle into
their new class. Each week the Flamingo Class round-up of the week is posted which includes a message to parents regarding what children have learnt during the week and what
is planned for the following week, this is accompanied by lots of photographs of the children from the week.

‘Working in partnership with parents, carers and families is a key part of the Early Years Foundation Stage (EYFS). Parental involvement in
how children learn, what their early experiences are and their development helps practitioners plan for effective learning throughout

the early years.’

The development of children’s spoken language underpins all seven areas of learning and development. Children’s back-and-forth interactions from an early age form the
foundations for language and cognitive development. The number and quality of the conversations they have with adults and peers throughout the day in a language-rich
environment is crucial. By commenting on what children are interested in or doing, and echoing back what they say with new vocabulary added, practitioners will build
children's language effectively. Reading frequently to children, and engaging them actively in stories, non-fiction, rhymes and poems, and then providing them with
extensive opportunities to use and embed new words in a range of contexts, will give children the opportunity to thrive. Through conversation, story-telling and role play,
where children share their ideas with support and modelling from their teacher, and sensitive questioning that invites them to elaborate, children become comfortable using
a rich range of vocabulary and language structures.

Children’s personal, social and emotional development (PSED) is crucial for children to lead healthy and happy lives, and is fundamental to their cognitive development.
Underpinning their personal development are the important attachments that shape their social world. Strong, warm and supportive relationships with adults enable children to
learn how to understand their own feelings and those of others. Children should be supported to manage emotions, develop a positive sense of self, set themselves simple
goals, have confidence in their own abilities, to persist and wait for what they want and direct attention as necessary. Through adult modelling and guidance, they will learn how
to look after their bodies, including healthy eating, and manage personal needs independently. Through supported interaction with other children, they learn how to make good
friendships, co-operate and resolve conflicts peaceably. These attributes will provide a secure platform from which children can achieve at school and in later life.

Physical activity is vital in children’s all-round development, enabling them to pursue happy, healthy and active lives. Gross and fine motor experiences develop incrementally throughout early childhood,
starting with sensory explorations and the development of a child’s strength, co-ordination and positional awareness through tummy time, crawling and play movement with both objects and adults. By
creating games and providing opportunities for play both indoors and outdoors, adults can support children to develop their core strength, stability, balance, spatial awareness, co-ordination and agility.
Gross motor skills provide the foundation for developing healthy bodies and social and emotional well-being. Fine motor control and precision helps with hand-eye co-ordination, which is later linked to

early literacy. Repeated and varied opportunities to explore and play with small world activities, puzzles, arts and crafts and the practice of using small tools, with feedback and support from adults, allow
children to develop proficiency, control and confidence.
